Workshop Materials 
 
Each participant can purchase or have access to assessments to complete before the 
workshop. These assessments will enable participants to determine their: 
 

1. Social style and dominant behaviors in a work environment 
2. Preferred role on a team 
3. Five primary strengths 

 
The results of these assessments will aid each participant in developing their personal 
brand and creating a job search plan. Each participant will receive a worksheet to guide 
them through job search planning process.

Participants will work together in pairs 
on this exercise.
